Staff Orientation 

On 11th June 2018, an orientation 

was held for faculty members with 5 to 10 

years of experience. The resource person 

was Rev. Sr. Dr. Rosy, former Provincial 

and Principal, Holy Cross College.  

The five day orientation programme 

for newly recruited teachers and for teachers 

with less than 5 years teaching experience of

2018. The resource person for the day was 

Rev. Sr. Dr. Rosy, Former Provincial and 

Principal of our college. Her wide expertise 

in the field of teaching was vivid in her 

presentations which consisted of three 

sessions. The first session was on the 

purpose of teaching coupled with the Vision 

and Mission of the college.

Rosy insisted on the need to incorporate 

values like honesty, loyalty and hard work 

topped with sincerity, in teaching the 

students. In the second session, she gave a 

brief explanation on the need for quality and 

for developing research.  

The third session had a presentation 

by the faculty members in groups by 

discussing three main Questions for 

teaching practice namely, What knowledge, 

skills, attitudes and values will present day 

students need to thrive and shape their 

world?, How can institutional attitudes and 

values be most effectively implemented? 

and What is the ultimate goal of Higher 

Education? Rev. Sr. Dr. Rosy concluded that 

education without vision is fruitless and 

education without value is meaningless.  

  On the next day (13th June 2018) the 

first session was handled by Dr. Leema 

Peter, a HR Consultant and Psychologist 

who aroused the interest of the gathering 

with her thought provoking and 

psychologically informative speech, where 

she spoke on the various aspects of being 

psychologically in tune with the children of 

this techno- savvy age and at the same time 

to enable them shine in academics and other 

extension activities. She stressed the need to 

emotionally touch the intelligence of the 

students. She put forth the need to spend 

quality time with children and listen to all 

that they have to narrate without bias. Early 

identification of problems and remedies 

sought to fulfill the needs of children with 

equal parenting skills are needed not only at 

home but at teaching levels considering the 

fact that the students need quality time and 

an open ear to their problems.  

The session on 14th June 2018 was 

handled by Dr. Mary Jayanthi, Assistant 

Professor of English, Holy Cross College, 

Trichy, who made a presentation on Time 

Management. She elaborated on the need to 

manage time and the techniques that could 

be implemented to manage one’s time in an 

effective and efficient manner. She also 

stressed on the fact that teachers should be 

all- rounders and should be confident, active 

and smart. The afternoon session was 

handled by the Principal, Rev. Sr. Dr. 

Christina Bridget who made a presentation 

on value based education and provided the 

meaning for the word T.E.A.C.H.I.N.G-

Transfer, Enlightenment, Aligning with 

portion and real life, Character Building, 

Healing touch, Involvement with the 

students in studies, Nurturing the thoughts 

and interest and Giving final shape.  

The Principal also divided the 

faculty members into groups based on their 

month of birth for an ice breaking session 

whereby the new faculty got to know each 

other. Dr. Sr. Christina Bridget put forth six 

rules that need to be implanted deep in the 

mind and heart of the teaching fraternity 

which were, be punctual, be in a clean and 

formal dress, be rich in the course /subject 

content, be updated in the knowledge or 

subject and current affairs, prepare 

thoroughly before presenting the lecture and 

finally take the prior approval of leave so 

that the students may not be affected. 
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The Orientation Programme for 

teachers at the beginning of the academic 

year on 15th June 2018 began with a prayer 

and continued with the welcome address by 

Dr. Felicita, Assistant Professor of 

Chemistry. The resource person was Shri 

B.S. Ponmudiraj, Deputy Adviser and 

Regional Co-ordinator, East and North 

region, National Assessment and 

Accreditation Council, Bengaluru, who 

started the session by putting forth a 

question as to Why not Holy Cross College 

become a University or Institute of 

Excellence? The work needs to be initiated 

because excellence can be achieved only 

with expansion, larger vision for growth and 

skill set for the teaching faculty.  

He said that in order to achieve the 

standards of grading, the institution needs to 

be fully digitalized. He spoke about the 

committee which was set up by the 

government which had to look into the 

education system in India and the need to 

improve its policy and quality in education. 

He stressed the need for commitment, 

leadership and self-accountability. Freedom 

for the teaching faculty will lead to 

improved standards of teaching. In his 

presentation he stated that teaching and 

learning is a process that is enhanced in both 

ways. Looking differently at things and 

having a conceptual clarity in teaching 

coupled with technology will enable the 

individual and the institution to reach the 

pinnacle of success and excellence. He 

stressed on seeking measurement for 

excellence which basically needs change of 

self and external forces.  

In the next session Shri B.S. 

Ponmudiraj made a presentation on the basic 

vision and mission of NAAC and the NAAC 

Process. The core values of NAAC which 

are contribution to national development, 

fostering global competencies among 

students, inculcating a value system among 

them, promoting use of technology and 

finally the quest for excellence. He said 

NAAC involves Assessment and 

Accreditation meaning performance 

evaluation of an institution and quality 

culture which requires quality initiatives, 

sustenance and enhancement. The focus of 

Assessment for NAAC was “Inbreeding”-

Coming out from the comfort Zone, this 

includes development of oneself, excellent 

teaching skills, publication and research. In 

the afternoon session there was presentation 

of NAAC parameters where queries were 

clarified by the resource person.  

The parameters were: Curriculum, 

Teaching Learning and Evaluation, 

Research and Consultancy, Innovation and 

Extension, Infrastructure and Learning 

Resources, Student Support and 

Progression, Leadership, Governance and 

Management and Institutional Values and 

Best Practices. The teachers had interaction 

and got their doubts cleared on the NAAC 

parameters. 

The next day 16th June 2018 focused 

on Whole Person Development which was 

the theme for the academic year 2018-19. 

The resource person was Dr. Evelyn 

Brindha, Karunya Competency 

Development Centre, Karunya University, 

Coimbatore who focused on the meaning 

and the method to  enhance the teacher’s 

capability by being aware and by wearing 

Whole Person Development (WPD) as 

badge for the promotion of better youth and 

education methods. She sought the example 
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of Mainchi-the first fertile newspaper  by 

which she made the faculty visualize 

through a slide which narrated the need to 

understand, put into action, which should be 

result oriented and also develop greater 

business opportunities which require 

thinking creatively.  

Dr. Brindha said in order to think 

creatively the rote method of teaching does 

not inspire and are prone to unproductive 

distractions but the aim of WPD is to inspire 

the teacher to make use of the students to 

distract them productively. Academic 

system should not limit creativity but should 

take up creative competition. Dr. Brindha 

put forth the objectives of WPD which 

culminated in two main objectives which 

were: Reviewing the life and Career 

Development of both the teacher and the 

taught; examining the relevance in 

promoting WPD by facilitating and 

enhancing life wide learning programmes 

for students which should involve mental, 

emotional, interpersonal and environmental 

skills.  

The afternoon session had a 

presentation on Life and Career 

development needs where Dr. Brindha 

focused on the roles, life setup and life 

examination. She also focused on the 

Learning Goals which are trilingual with 

adequate development and which should be 

understood with contemporary issues that 

should bring about a change in life and 

community. The other issues which were 

presented were personal and social 

competencies which focused on self 

realization and self esteem, emotional and 

psychological wellness, interest, life goals, 

relationships, finance and self–care and 

career competency. The end of the session 

was a do method of Briggs Questionnaire 

which was filled by the faculty to find out 

the personality traits of the individuals. The 

two day orientation thus came to an end with 

a full fledged package for the quality 

enhancement of the faculty.        

A Workshop on Positive and 

Effective Communication for the second 

batch of the staff, Holy Cross College, 

Trichy was conducted on 9th and 10th 

October 2018.

The 

key note address on the new advances in the 

field of life sciences was delivered by Dr. Muthu 

Mayilvaganan, Principal scientist, National 

Research Centre for Banana (ICAR), 

Tiruchirappalli. 

The first technical session started with a talk 

by the eminent speaker Dr. A. Anthonisamy 

Associate Professor of Biochemistry, College of 

Medical and Health Sciences, Wollega 

University, Nekemte, Ethiopia, on Cutting 

Healthcare Costs through Prevention:  The 

Health Benefits of Omega 3 and Omega 6 fatty 

acids. The speaker elaborately explained all 

healthcare costs in India and out of pocket 

hospital expenses in developed countries. He 

also explained there are different reasons for the 

exorbitant expenditure.  

Among them are an aging population; 

personal health habits such as smoking and 

improper diet that can lead to cancer, 

cardiovascular disease, and diabetes mellitus. 

His lecture mainly focused on the Health 

Benefits of Omega 3 and Omega 6 fatty acids. 

Finally he concluded that a lower ratio of 

omega-6/omega-3 fatty acids is more desirable 

in reducing the risk of many of the chronic 

diseases of high prevalence in Western societies, 

as well as in the developing countries. 
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Dr. R. Thirumurugan, Professor, 

Department of Animal Science, School of Life 

Sciences, Bharathidasan University, 

Tiruchirappalli gave a lecture on Innovation, 

Implementation and Challenges in aquatic 

Biotechnology. In his lecture he briefly stated 

that Aquaculture, or the farming of aquatic 

animal and plants species, is one of the major 

food production sectors which grow faster than 

the others and represents an annual average 

growth rate. The main challenge for the 

agriculture sector is to double the production of 

food in the forthcoming years to meet the 

demands of mankind.  

 

The aquaculture holds the answer for the 

food demand. He listed the applications and 

advancements of biotechnology in the farming 

practices of aquaculture that will make the 

sector more efficient and cost effective. At last 

he discussed the integration of biotechnology 

and bio safety to enhance the capacity and 

intensity of aquaculture, and to move towards 

sustainable development. 

Dr. Elanchezhian Rajan, Senior Research 

Associate, Dept. of Biomedical Science, 

University of Sheffield, UK spoke on In-vitro 

production of antibody secreting plasma cells. 

Scientists explain how our immune system 

secretes antibody upon maturation of activated 

B cells into plasma cells. The differentiation of 

a B cell into a plasma cell involves extensive 

reorganization of its cell structure and entails 

broad changes in its protein composition. He 

also discussed the regulation of antibody 

production which is linked to the generation and 

maintenance of plasma blasts and plasma cells 

from their B cell precursors.  

In the next session, Dr. Antony Prabhu, 

Scientist, Strategy and Technology team 

Indegene Pvt Ltd, Bangalore delivered a lecture 

on Digital Distruption in Life Science Industry. 

He has given ideas on predictive modelling, 

drug safety, other clinical trial applications, and 

collaboration platforms. He also explained the 

drug impact monitoring, Nifty, Smart pharma 

hub, robotic and 3D printing strategies.He 

concluded his lecture, with digitalization, by 

2025, where the whole world of health is going 

to be connected through internet of things. Paper 

presentations by students, scholars and staff 

members from various colleges was conducted 

in separate halls. Dr Nargis Begam and Dr. 

Subashini H.D, Dr. Sujatha Illangovan and Mr. 

Antony Diwakar Chandran acted as chair 

persons.

Ms. Geetha stressed the 

importance of assisting students with learning 

disabilities and said that it is important to 

understand the types of difficulties that may be 

experienced in senior high school, the role of 

self-advocacy, potential instructional strategies 

and accommodations, and alternative 

assessment strategies were also presented.

Blossoms Opportunity School 

“Sometimes real super heroes live in the hearts 

of small children fighting big battles” 

Holy Cross Blossoms Opportunity School 

for the Special Children was started for the 

benefit of the special children of Trichy on July 

17th 1997 with the vision, “looking beyond 

ability” in order to enhance the quality of life of 

children with special needs. School provides 

holistic formation in developing self confidence 

and prepares them to join the main stream of 

society like other normal children. 

At present we have 86 children and among 

them 30 children are attending mainstream 

school. We have 10 special educators, two 

physiotherapists and 4 care takers to mould the 

children for their better future. In the vocational 

unit candle, popcorn, appalam, soap oil, pencil, 

binding, wall hangings and greeting cards for 

special occasions are prepared. 
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The students had the privilege to participate 

in the college sports day. The children 

entertained and expressed their gratitude 

towards the sisters on the occasion of the feast 

of the exaltation of the Holy Cross. 

Thirty children participated in the sports 

events conducted by Bishop Heber College 

Team of Social Service and won many prizes 

including 1st prize for mime, 2nd prize for group 

song.  The children also participated in the 

sports  meet conducted by St. Joseph Institute of 

Management, St. Joseph’s College, Trichy and 

won many prizes including 1st prize for soft ball 

by Ahamed Yasin, 3rd prize in C.P- category by 

Eesha Khobihar, 1st prize by Pallavi in Shot-put 

and 1st prize by Sathish Rao in memory game. 

In 100 mts. running Anushya, Praveen, 

Sanmugesh, Sathana got 2nd prize. This year the 

students, C. Sathish Rao (100 mts.), and Ms. 

Pallavi (Shot-put) participated in State level 

games held in Dindigul on 25th June 2018.  

In the school, children are given training in 

academic skills, physiotherapy, occupational 

therapy, speech therapy, sand therapy, water 

therapy, yoga, exercise, sports, dance and 

singing in order to tap out their talents. Every 

month the school has a concept day to create 

practical experience to know and act socially, 

culturally and independently. Once in three 

months, parents-teachers’ meeting is conducted 

to assess the level of children and to get the 

opinion and feedback from the parents. 

The school believes in the overall 

development of a child which includes spiritual, 

physical, mental, emotional and social. The 

students have regular Speech, Physiotherapy, 

Yoga, Dance, Sensory, Occupational Therapy 

and Hydrotherapy.  Once in a month there is 

exposure programme for children to show the 

life-situation around them in order to improve 

their understanding capacity in a practical way.   

To gain experience in the latest trends and 

issues of rehabilitation, special educators are 

encouraged to attend several workshops, 

seminars and training programmes. A session on 

“Positive and protective sexuality” to handle the 

adult children was conducted. Another 

programme called “How to train the brain” was 

conducted by Dr. Dilip, Chennai. CRE 

(Continuing Rehabilitation Education) 

programme was conducted by RCI collaborated 

by NIEPMD in the Department of 

Rehabilitation Science, through which 5 of the 

staff benefited. A one day trip to Jedarpalayam, 

Namakkal in appreciation of the teachers for 

their selfless service was arranged to refresh 

them. One day retreat was given by Rev.Fr. 

Irudayaraj Cap. to empower the staff in their 

spiritual journey. This year the teachers Ms. 

Radhika and Ms. Mary Yogalatha got Best 

Teachers’ Award and were honoured by the 

Honourable Minister Thiru.

In the school Independence day, Sports day, 

Teachers day, Holy Cross Feast, Deepavali, 

Children’s day, Christmas and Republic day 

were celebrated in order to teach the children the 

importance of festivals. This year the children 

celebrated Pongal as an awareness day with the 

people of Chathrapatti Ariyavoor. This 

togetherness gave new insight to those villagers. 

To create more knowledge in learning and 

rekindle creativity and talents at different level, 

‘Blooming Day’ (Every Friday Celebration): A 

free day for the children is arranged.  They all 

come in colour dresses.  The staff in-charge has 
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to co-ordinate the whole day. At the end of the 

day children are selected according to their 

division as a Flower of the Day.  The child is 

honoured by crowning or pinning the badge.

• The farmers were happy that their cattle 

were given medical check-up with 

supplementary foods for the cattle.   

• The field study enabled the camp team to 

know the current level of participation of the 

younger generation in the field of agriculture as 

farmers.  

• The information gained on the promotion 

and preservation of trees was enriching to the 

students and made them think about the 

significance to be given for promoting the green 

environment.  

• The awareness given by the students through 

puppetry show on healthy food and sanitation 

was a new native approach learnt by the students 

to capture the attention of the community in 

rural sectors.

Adolescents are to be prepared for 

the physical, mental, psycho-social and 

emotional changes that take place during this 

phase of life and they have to respond to these 

changes in positive and responsible ways. 

Phase II of the five day workshop on “Educating 

Educators on Psycho Spiritual Mentoring”- 10th 

October 2018 

For Session I on Understanding 

Adolescence, the resource person was Dr. Mary 

Shantha Joseph, Head of the Department of 

Psychology, Stella Maris College, Chennai. 

Stress is a major problem that adolescents face 

today. Adolescent’s level of stress should be 

optimized in order to attain some goal in life. 

When the stress goes beyond certain level (level 

of distress), breakdown and burnout occurs. 

Students should know about themselves i.e., 

based on both status (student, daughter, son, 

brother, sister) and value oriented (affectionate 

person, caring, loving, generous, forgiving, 

helpful, etc.). They should be well aware of the 

thing that they look on the outside and on the 

inside so that they shall be able to correct their 

mistakes. Increasing the self exposures of the 

students leads to greater awareness. 

For the II Session on Facing Failures, the 

resource person was Dr. Veena Easvaradoss, 

Head of the Department of Psychology,                                 

Women’s Christian College, Chennai. 

 

Nowadays, many adolescents decide to end 

their lives after failure. They should accept the 

fact that failures are the realities of life.  They 

should be able to respond to failures in adaptive 

ways and view it constructively.  Failure distorts 

the perceptions of one’s abilities but the 

adolescents should overcome these distortions 

in order to succeed in all their efforts.  Failures 

should be considered as a part of life because 

even successful persons have had many failures 

in their lives.  Adolescents can overcome 

failures by eliminating fear, building personal 

and social relationship with others and involving 

in encouraging moment (i.e., music, dance, art 

exercise etc.). Failures don’t indicate that you 

can’t do the work, rather it denotes that still 

more effort is needed. 

11th October 2018 

For the Session I on Happiness, the resource 

person was Dr. Suresh, Former Head of the 

Department of Psychology, Annamalai 

University, Chidambaram. When we feel happy 

about our outer possessions it means inner 

emptiness. Happiness is the predictors of our 

life. Strong predictors include love and 

marriage, work, personality; Moderate 

predictors are health, social activity and 

religion; non predictors are money, age, 

intelligence and attractiveness. We must ensure 

that happiness we expect is short term or long 

term. We must take the correct decision in order 

to have lifelong happiness. Adolescents have to 

find the hidden dimensions within themselves 

and take up a work that is valuable to the society. 

They should invest something larger than self 
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and should say positive things of others than 

negative things. 

Educating Educators on Psycho Spirituality 

was the theme on 11th October 2018. The 

afternoon session was taken by Rev. Fr. 

Selvaraj, Assistant Professor, Department of 

Counseling Psychology, Sacred Heart College, 

Tirupattur. He presented his lecture on “Media 

and Adolescence”. The objective of that session 

was to have self control and discipline in 

adolescent’s lifestyle. The drive home message 

was to lead the youngsters in Spirituality using 

gadgets. Sharing the philosophical quotes and 

usage of Scripture through mobiles are the 

different ways to channelize the technology in a 

positive way.

And this programme was also 

conducted at Government ADW Higher 

Secondary School, Thiruvasi, on 6th 

September 2018. 389 students from the 

Government Adidravidar Welfare School 

were screened and reports were submitted to 

the Head Master. 

Body Mass Index Identification Camp 

was conducted at Government ADW 

Elementary School, Thiruvasi, on 11th 

September 2018. Our College extension 

department RESCAPES, in association with 

DMLT department conducted the program 

in the school. Date of screening was 

arranged by RESCAPES. BMI calculation 

was conducted by DMLT. 101 students from 

the Government Adidravidar Welfare 

School were screened and reports were 

submitted to the Head Master. 

 

For the past few years, Holy Cross 

College has extended its service to the 

needed villages and people of other villages 

and also to other districts, which are not 

adopted by HCC. This time Blood 

Grouping, Hb (gms) and Body Mass Index 

calculation was conducted on 13th October 

2018 for the people of Kuittathupatty 

village, which is at Dindugal. Children, 

youngsters, women and elderly people 

participated in the program and benefited. 

Totally 91 people were benefited. 

Four Day Camp from 8th October 2018 

to 11th October 2018 was organized for the 

Dolours High School for the Deaf, 

Ponmalai, Blood Group identification, Body 
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Mass Index calculation was conducted by 

Department of MLT and Hearing Screening 

(Speech Test and Audiometric Test) was 

conducted by the Department of Audiology. 

Each day 20 children were screened. Report 

was given daily to the school staff. Advance 

Hearing Aid was referred for the children 

with 20% discount. This program is the 

outcome of screening visit by the II PG 

students of the department of Rehabilitation 

Science to Dolour’s High School for Deaf. 

92 deaf students were screened. 

“Awareness Program on De-Addiction” 

was conducted at Government Higher 

Secondary School, Thirupanjalee on 4th July 

2018. Addiction is the main cause of all 

problems.  Mr. Muthukumaran, Founder of 

Sunrise De-Addiction Centre explained 

addiction is not only smoking and drinking; 

there are various sectors such as social 

media, (Facebook, WhatsApp) and TV 

serial. Especially school going students also 

face various addiction problems and the 

above problems. He explained what 

addiction is, how one gets addicted, who the 

reason is, what are the problems that will be 

faced, what will be the status of health and 

social condition and how to overcome these 

problems to the school students. Frequently 

he interacted with the students and asked 

questions, students answering the question 

and participating in the interaction were 

honored with small gifts. The Headmaster 

gave an introduction about the de-addiction 

at the beginning, and the school teachers 

thanked Holy Cross College and Mr. 

Muthukumaran for the valuable session. 

For Awareness Program on “Ill Effects 

of Addiction” at Government Higher 

Secondary School, Thirupanjalee on 16th 

July 2018, Mr. Muthukumaran, Founder of 

SUNRISE de-addiction centre was the 

resource person. Awareness videos were 

also displayed to make the school children to 

get greater awareness about the alcohol 

addiction and its effects. Mr. Muthukumaran 

explained how it affects the organs, 

internally and externally and how people 

start drinking and how it becomes a habit 

and how family and children were affected 

because of addiction and then explained the 

causes, effects and the procedure of 

treatment and what will happen because of 

relapse. The session ended with the students 

interaction and feedback. 

To motivate the school children how to 

overcome such problem and how to have 

healthy thinking and how to concentrate on 

education, play and self, an awareness 

program on “Alcohol Addicted Parent and 

Children’s Mental Health” (Coping 

Mechanism) was conducted for the school 

students on 17th July 2018. 35 VIII Standard 

students, 108 IX Standard students of both 

genders (143 students) participated in the 

program. Mr. Anandan, MSW., Counselor, 

SUNRISE De-addiction centre was the 

resource person. 

He explained the problems faced by 

children of parents who are addicted to 

alcoholism and also explained to the 

children how to cope with the situation, what 

they should to do at the time and how to 

respond in times of fear. Then he explained 

to them strategies to concentrate on studies 

and play. Two videos were screened, one 

about how family and children were affected 

due to alcohol addiction and the video was 

about how to overcome addiction. Then the 

session ended with the students’ feedback. 

Assistive Skill awareness Programme 

was conducted at Government Higher 

Secondary School, Thirupanjalee on 18th 

July 2018.

 Know their rights. 

 Control over their anger. This does 

not mean that they repress this feeling; it 

means that they control anger and talk about 

it in a reasoning manner. 

 “Assistive people are willing to 

compromise with others, rather than always 

wanting their own way and tend to have 

good self-esteem”. 

 “Assistive people enter friendships 

from an 'I count my needs. I count your 

needs' position”. 

Following that he conducted games. 

The goal of the game was to make the 

children understand the need for team work 

and videos related to the concept were also 

displayed.

A. Veerapandiyan., B.Sc., Agri (Retd) and 

Senior Manager of UCO Bank, a traditional 

farmer who is always fond of sharing and 

teaching the agricultural techniques to the 

youngsters, shared his personal experience,

Then the volunteers were taught 

how to pluck paddy sapling and how to 

replant it in the land.Then the volunteers 

went back to village and they started 

cooking by themselves, the work was shared 

between them.

Science department went for home visit and 

explained to the villagers about various 

disability, its causes, preventive measures, 

treatment, therapy, vocational training 

centre, educational centre, welfare schemes 

for the persons with special need.

 An economically weaker section 

woman’s name was excluded in the Slum 

Clearance Board’s house allotment name 

list.  She was helped by the volunteer 

through Mediation Centre at District Legal 

Services Authority, Tiruchirappalli and her 

name has been included in the house 

allotment list 

 A woman was unable to change her 

name in the mother’s housing property after 

her death.  The issue is in the process of 

Mediation Centre at Tiruchirappalli.
